BACKGROUND

The District of Columbia Government, Department of Mental Health (DMH), Saint
Elizabeths Hospital (SEH) is the District’s only funded and operated adult mental health
facility providing in-patient and out-patient mental health services for the community.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Contractor shall provide all labor, materials, supervision, personal protective
equipment, safety equipment, dust and debris control, clean up and disposal for the
installation and repair of condensate return pumps.

The Contractor shall have prior experience with the installation and repair of commercial
pumps of the type and size specified with minimum 5 years of commercial institutional air
conditioning systems.

The Contractor shall perform the following services but not limited to the description
below per manufacturer recommendations:

The Contractor shall confirm the specifications, by means of a mandatory site visit, prior to
obtaining the pumps.

WORKING INSIDE BUILDINGS

All work performed inside of the buildings shall be in accordance with all applicable
codes and standards to include the Hospital’s policies and procedures. Dust and fume
control measures shall be applied where applicable to reduce negative impact to nearby
work areas.

WORKING HOURS

All repairs performed inside the facilities shall be performed during the hours of 8:00
a.m. through 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday. Holidays and weekends are exempted.
Work on holidays and weekends must be requested by the contractor forty-eight (48)
hours, and approved by the Facilities and Environment (FED) Manager, COTR or the
Facilities Systems Specialist prior to performing work, unless it is an authorized
emergency.

COORDINATION OF WORK

The Contractor shall coordinate all work schedules with the Contracting Officer
Technical Representative (COTR) or a Facilities Manager.

CARE OF ADJACENT SURFACES AND EXISTING STRUCTURES

The Contractor shall exercise extreme caution and care to avoid and prevent any damages
to adjacent equipment, surfaces, and existing structures which are excluded from the Scope
of Work. Any and all damages to such adjacent equipment, surfaces, and existing
structures shall be fully restored or replaced by the Contractor at no cost to the District
within five (5) working days.

CLEANING OF SITE

Upon completion work, the Contractor shall remove, and dispose of all protection items,
tools, discarded equipment, excess materials and debris from the job site without any
delay off of St. Elizabeths Hospital Campus prior to final acceptance of the work.

Contractor shall not utilize any dumpster on the grounds of the hospital for the disposal of
any debris or discarded equipment, materials, and or supplies generated from the
performance of the contract.

WORKMANSHIP

The Contractor shall accomplish all work in strict accordance to the regulations and
requirements as set forth by Best Practice and Standard Specifications and other applicable
codes, and standard engineering practices.

Contractor shall obtain all manufacturer installation requirements and notify Facilities
Manager if there is any defect that would prevent installation of new pumps.

PARTS AND MATERIALS SUPPLIED BY THE CONTRACTOR

All parts and materials furnished by the contractor, unless otherwise authorized, shall
conform to the original manufacturer’s specifications or an approved manufacturer
equivalent. Pumps shall be new and delivered to SEH site prior to installation.

All installed items shall be approved by the COTR or Facilities Systems Specialist.

WARRANTY

All new work shall be guaranteed for two (2) years from the date of Substantial
Completion. Warranties must be submitted to the Contracting Officer’s Technical
Representative within ten (10) working days after completion of work. Three copies of
warranty shall be provided.

STANDARD OF PERFORMANCE

The Contractor shall at all times, while acting in good faith and in the best interests of the
DMH, use its best efforts and exercise all due care and sound business judgment in
performing its duties under this contract. The Contractor shall at all times comply with
DMH operations policies, procedures and directives while performing the duties
specified in this contract.

SUBMISSION OF INVOICE

The Contractor shall submit an original and three copies of the invoice on a monthly basis
to the (COTR).

notify the Contractor in writing of the specific task deficiencies with a scheduled meeting
and a Notice to Cure document with a cure period of Not To Exceed Ten (10) Business
Days. Upon receiving the Notice to Cure document, the Contractor shall provide DMH
with their assessment of the identified deficiencies in order to reach an agreement on a
proactive plan to resolve the matter. The assessment of Liquidated Damages as determined
by the Director, Contracts and Procurement/Agency Chief Contracting officer shall be in an
amount of $100 per day against the Contractor until such time that the Contracts has cured
its deficiencies and is able to satisfactorily perform the tasks required under this Contract.

When the Contractor is unable to cure its deficiencies in a timely manner and DMH
requires a replacement Contractor to perform the required services, the Contractor

shall be liable for liquidated damages accruing until the time DMH is able to award said
contract to a qualified responsive and responsible Contractor.
