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Key Trends: Admissions, Discharges, Transfers, Census, and Readmissions (1~5)

Since the spike in admissions in August, the number of admissions went down below the 12 month average
level. There was a 16% decrease in admission since October, remained to 37 in the last two months.

Almost two-third (63%) of the Pre-trial admissions were readmitted patients from a previous episode (re-
admissions).

There was a 71%-29%, male-to-female, proportional split of the census by gender as of the end of December.
During December, 70% of the admissions were males and 65% of the discharges were males.

The average daily census recorded in December was 273, which has been the lowest since September 2017.

Of the 43 patients discharged in December, 6 were discharged due to the reason “hospitalization was no longer
necessary”, 35 were discharged by order of the court, and 2 were discharged to forensic outpatient.

There have been no 30-day readmissions since September.

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Key Trends: Unusual Incidents (6~17)

Risk Management received 163 Unusual Incident (Ul) reports in December which slightly went up by 5% from
November. This increase mostly contributed to a spike in low severity Uls.

Only one (1) patient was treated at another facility due to injuries resulting from a fall incident which is the
lowest since June 2017.

Totals of the most re-occurring Ul categories were: Aggressive Behavior (57), Emergency Involuntary
Medication (61), Physical Assaults (47), Psychiatric Emergencies (54), and Fall (25).

There were slight increases in the High and Low severity Uls, while the Medium in Severity Uls went down in
December.

Patient Injuries went down by 13% from November while staff injuries increased in December. Yet, the number
of staff injuries remained lower than the twelve month average.

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Key Trends: Medication Documentation, MV, ADR, and STAT (18~22)

The average number of Medication Variances (MV) for the last 12 months is 6 occurrences each month. At the
same time last year, there were 17 reports per month on average.

During 2017, the most re-occurring reason for MVs are “IT/System issues” (19) and “Inventory Discrepancy
issues in Pyxis” (26).
The number of scheduled medication administrations (107,084) in December is the second highest in the last 12

months. Only October had more. There was a decrease in the missing documentation of medication
administrations from 366 to 344 in December.

In December, medications were refused at a rate of 6.48% which is the second highest number since May 2017.
The average medication refusal rate for the last twelve months is 5.98%.

Though there was no significant change in the age distribution in December, the number of patients below 30
years went up by 2% while those 60 years and over remained unchanged from the previous month.

As of December 31%, one out of three patients (32%) under 30 years of age was a Pre-trial patient.

The proportion of forensic pre-trial patients dropped to 40%, amounting to 108 patients which was lower than
November.

The median Length of Stay (LOS) for all patients was 10 months while the average LOS was 6 years—over 7x the
median.
