Risk Management received fewer Unusual Incident (Ul) reports (163) in April than in the previous month (181).

For Unusual Incidents by Severity, there were increases for the Medium group (52 to 57) and High group (29 to
34). There were decreases for the Low group (99 to70).

The total number of incidents by type included: Decreases for Aggressive Behavior (72 to 65), Physical Assault
(42 to 33), and Injuries (24 to 16). There was an increase for Psychiatric Emergencies (37 to 42). Falls remained
the same (21).

Staff Injuries decreased by 9 (13 to 4) and Patient Injuries decreased by 2 (13 to 11).

The percent of patients secluded increased (4.1% to 5.6%), as well as patients restrained (12.5% to 15.9%).
